“Who are some Biblical leaders who 
we can learn from as Southeast 
Asian leaders?” Margaret, our Epic 
National HR director, asked. A 
captive room of 40 pastors, ministers 
and laypeople, who identified as 
Hmong and Laotian, Burmese and 
Cambodian, who had opened in 
prayer in the Mien language (which, 
to my admittedly unsophisticated 
ear, sounds a bit like Taiwanese!), 
had just characterized strengths and 
weaknesses of the SEA community 
so they could articulate leadership 
needs within those realities. Hands 
shot up. “Moses,” one woman offered, 
“for all his wandering in a foreign 
land leading people to Israel.” He  too 
had suffered as a child, born to 
Hebrew parents in a hostile land, 
spared from ethnic cleansing in 
Egypt and made to bring his people 
out of the desert so that they could 
enter the Promised Land... echoes of 
the refugee experience of many SEAs 
in this country.

What a profound reminder of God 
using those who are small in number 
but faithful in the world to minister 
to all!
